A landmark in this effort
was the launch of the first foreign rights
catalogue, showcasing Maltese literature and
opening avenues for translation and publication
agreements abroad. Even taken in isolation from
its immediate, practical purpose, the catalogue
stands as a beautiful reminder of the variety and
ambition evident in the Maltese literary scene,
which continues to produce interesting work
that more than deserves to reach audiences
beyond our shores. Our participation in
prestigious fairs like London and Frankfurt are,
furthermore, yet a step towards positioning
Malta on the global publishing map. The NBC’s
admission to the European Network for Literary
Translation (ENLit) highlights our commitment
to enhancing Malta’s literary visibility through
combined effort. Additionally, the Malta Book
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Festival’s ability to attract foreign publishers -
such as representatives from China and Italy - has
steadily grown, reinforcing its importance as a
networking hub for both local and international
stakeholders.

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The National Book Prize

The National Book Prize is the most prestigious
literary prize bestowed by the National Book
Council upon authors, publishers, illustrators
and translators for books published in Malta
during the previous year. In 2024, submissions
were open to books in eight competitive
categories of the National Book Prize for adults
and six for the Terramaxka Prize for children
and adolescents. The shortlisted titles and the
winning titles in these categories were selected
by an independent adjudication board, ensuring
the highest degree of transparency and fairness.

The 2024 National Book Prize winners were
announced on Friday 20 September during a
private ceremony presented by Clare Agius
and held at the Maritime Museum in Birgu.

In his opening address, the NBC Executive
Chairperson Mark Camilleri congratulated the

winners and finalists for their contributions

to Maltese literature and highlighted the
achievements of Maltese literature over the past
year as well as the continued efforts to raise local
publishing standards.

The 2024 National Book Prize received a total

of 173 eligible submissions, forming the
longlist. The winning titles were selected by an
independent evaluation panel from a shortlist
of 61 works representing 12 different publishers
and authored by 43 authors and translators.
The shortlist was announced on 27 August.

A total of 49 books were shortlisted across

the eight National Book Prize categories for
adults: Novels, Short Stories, Poetry, Drama,
Literature in Translation, Literary Nonfiction,
Research and Historiographic Research. 27
works competed across the six categories of the

Beyond the 14 competitive categories,

the National Book Prize annually confers
anumber of special prizes. In 2024, the
National Book Prize Lifetime Achievement
Award was presented to Giovanni Bonello,
while Ryan Falzon was recognised as the Best
Emergent Writer. The National Book Prize also
acknowledges publishers’ efforts through two
Best Book Production awards: one for a book
for adults and another for a children’s book,
published the previous year, which this year
was given to Ede Books for the publication of
I-Frammenti ta’ Saffo, and Merlin Publishers

for M ghal Malta, respectively. Recipients of the
National Book Prize are rewarded €4,000, while
translators of Terramaxka Prize-winning works
receive €2,000. For winning original illustrated
books, the prize is split between the author and
the illustrator. Additionally, the publishers of all
winning books receive a prize of €1,000.

Organised
by the National Book Council, the Festival
welcomed thousands of visitors, from young
students to seasoned bibliophiles, affirming
its place as a cornerstone of Malta’s cultural
calendar and doing good on this year’s theme -

varied nature of literary culture.

The Malta Book Festival 2024 occupied a record
1,800+ square metres of exhibitor space, featuring
over 40 participants, including publishers,
booksellers, NGOs and cultural organisations. The
healthy uptake of custom stands by exhibitors
contributed towards creating a fully immersive
and visually stimulating Festival, with exhibitors
given the space to showcase their innovation

and creativity. An additional 3,400 square metres
were allocated to the event spaces and the central
Pjazza area, where visitors could relax and
immerse themselves in the atmosphere.

The Festival’s programme was headlined by
UK author Anthony Horowitz and Paul Lynch,
the Irish writer whose novel Prophet Song won
him the Booker Prize in 2023. These literary
superstars participated in masterclasses,
interviews and discussions that inspired local
writers and readers alike.

The NBC was once again glad to welcome

an international dimension to the Festival
thanks to the participation of entities such

as the China Cultural Centre, the Istituto
Italiano di Cultura La Valletta and the German-
Maltese Circle. This complemented the NBC’s
collaboration with Italian sports literature
publisher Lab DFG and Emirati publisher and
poet Ali AlShaali — proving that the Festival can
serve as a healthy meeting point for networking
beyond Malta’s shores.

The Festival focused on strengthening Malta’s
literary industry. Workshops and masterclasses
covered various aspects of publishing, including
writing, illustration and bookbinding. Weekday
mornings were dedicated to theatre shows for
children based on Terramaxka Prize-winning
books. The final day featured a documentary
produced by the NBC on Daniel Massa, winner
of the 2023 National Book Prize Lifetime
Achievement Award.

As a crucial meeting point between industry
stakeholders and local book lovers, the Festival
has a key role to play in facilitating encounter,
dialogue and critical conversation on Maltese
literature, where readers can not only enthuse
over and purchase freshly-minted books from
their favourite authors, but also engage in

honest conversations about how the sector — 13
and its output - could improve. >
Relatedly, the Festival reaffirmed its 2
commitment to inclusivity, sustainability »
and community care. Il-Kamra Sensorja, the s

sensory-friendly room, managed by Inspire
Malta and supported by APS Bank, provided a
low-stimulation environment for children on
the autism spectrum, allowing families to enjoy
the Festival in a supportive setting.

The Malta Community Chest Fund Foundation
(MCCF) operated an on-site café, with

proceeds supporting its mission to assist
individuals requiring medical treatment and
other essential services. Similarly, Jacob’s

Brew returned with its pop-up coffee van,
channelling revenue towards their charity NGO
Survivors Malta that runs initiatives including
ITU support and pet therapy projects.

Sustainability was a central theme, with
partners such as Water Services Corporation
and the Energy and Water Agency promoting
eco-friendly practices through refill stations
and educational activities. Meanwhile, Benna
launched its “Too Good to Waste’ campaign.

This year’s Festival also saw the return of the
From Illustration to Book exhibition, hosted in
collaboration with Arts Council Malta for the
third time running. The Malta Community

of Mlustrators contributed to the event by
envisioning Malta’s future through an eco-
themed book cover exhibit entitled “Tomorrow
Starts with a Vision’, sparking dialogue about
sustainability and urban planning, supported
by MCAST and Gutenberg Press.

Now in its ninth edition, the 2024 Malta Book
Fund had a total value of €120,000 spread over
five strands: Publishing Grants for New Books,
with an allocation of €50,000; Publishing Grants
for New Editions of Out-of-Print Works, with an
allocation of €10,000; Translation and Exports
Grants (divided into Translation and Export of
Books by Maltese Authors, with an allocation of
€40,000, and Book Translation Pitch Grants, with
anallocation of €5,000); and Grants for Translation
into Maltese, with an allocation of €15,000.

The public call for the 2024 Malta Book Fund
opened on 26 March and by the 24 May deadline

a total of 88 eligible submissions across all
categories were received. After all submitted
projects were assessed for eligibility, completeness,
costing, feasibility and cultural merit, 31 projects
received full or partial funding by an independent
adjudication board appointed by the National Book
Council and composed of Aaron Aquilina, Caldon
Mercieca, Conrad Thake and Karsten Xuereb.

In the 2024 edition structural changes were
effected in the translation strands in order to
better reflect the export element in them. The
beneficiaries’ deadline for completion of the
project was extended from 18 months to two years.

In their general comments, the adjudicators
emphasised that it is of utmost importance that
applicants engage proofreaders and editors in
their projects. They stressed that a project that
does not provide quotations for these services will
potentially result in a poor publication. While

the majority of applicants included the relevant
documentation needed with rigorous detail, the
adjudicators noted that some fell very short of
these requirements.

The NBC has been developing the Fund since 2015
to foster cultural growth in the local book market

with the objective of countering the effects of its
relatively small size, which seriously limits the
capital available for quality publications, research
and development, translation and marketing.

The Fund encourages authors, translators and
publishers to pursue projects despite their lack of
commercial viability, as well as to boost confidence
in such initiatives and to ensure their fruition

in order to support local authors, translators

and publishers who tend to curtail their more
ambitious projects.

All grants awarded may support up to 100% of the
proposed project costing, up to a maximum of
€5,000 for all grants, except the Book Translation
Pitch Grants, which may be funded forup toa
maximum of €500 per proposal. To ensure that the
Malta Book Fund is able to support as many worthy
projects as possible and to utilise the funds fully,
the NBC reserves the right to repurpose grants left
unused from one category to another.

One of the National Book Council’s key
missions is to ensure that Maltese literature
reaches new audiences and gains international
recognition through translation. By facilitating
the publication of Maltese works abroad, the
NBC positions the local publishing industry

on the global stage, creating opportunities for
collaboration and tangible financial benefits for
authors and publishers.

Central to this mission are the translation
strands of the Malta Book Fund, which the
NBC actively promotes in international

fora. The Fund helps local authors and
publishers establish connections with foreign
counterparts, expanding its impact while
strengthening Malta’s cultural presence
globally. This strategic focus positions the NBC
as a vital reference point for advancing the
international visibility of Maltese literature.

However, the NBC’s contributions extend
beyond funding and facilitating agreements
with foreign publishers and translators.
Throughout the year, the Council provides
support and guidance to authors, publishers
and other stakeholders on navigating the
complexities of publishing Maltese literature
abroad. While significant progress has been
made, the NBC acknowledges the need for
further development of a dedicated literary
agency and a supportive infrastructure for
international literary collaborations.

The London Book Fair

The London International Book Fair, held
annually at Olympia, Kensington, is a major event
for the global publishing industry, gathering

publishers, agents and rights negotiators under
one roof. This event represents a critical platform
for the promotion of Maltese literature abroad.
This annual event potentially connects Maltese
authors and publishers with their international
counterparts, fostering visibility and financial
opportunities for the Maltese literary
community.

Between 12-14 March 2024, the NBC exhibited
a selection of books, including National Book
Prize winners, in their original and translated
editions, some of which are the result of
publishing deals made possible through the
support of the Malta Book Fund.

As part of its initiatives at LBF 2024 is the very
first Literature from Malta: Foreign Rights Catalogue
2024. As a follow up to the 2023 Initiative for
Publishers and Authors from Malta, which saw
an open call for their participation in the London
Book Fair and visits and workshops organised
for them, for the rights catalogue the NBC
invited Maltese publishers to feature up to five
of their titles. The booklet was distributed at the
London Book Fair and other international events
throughout the year, including the Abu Dhabi
and Frankfurt book fairs, and the ENLit AGM.

Maltese illustrators were similarly invited to
exhibit their artwork as part of a public call,
with eight pieces selected for display during the
London Book Fair at the NBC stand. This offered
exposure to international industry professionals
and the general public. All submissions also
featured in the Literature from Malta catalogue.

Also as part of the same LBF initiative, the NBC
offered guest passes to publishers, authors
and translators from Malta to attend the LBF

with the aim of promoting Maltese books
internationally, with 20 passes allocated on a
first-come, first-served basis.

The NBC also continued its collaboration with
veteran literary agent Simon Trewin, who

has been consulting with the NBC since 2022.
Trewin participated in a seminar titled Beyond
Island Horizons: Literary Exploration on the Global
Stage Starting in Malta, held on 13 March at the
International Markets Theatre. The seminar also
featured writer Rita Saliba, and UK publishers
Kat Storace and Jen Calleja. Together, the
panelists explored the unique characteristics
of the Maltese literary scene and discussed the
challenges small island nations face in exporting
their literature to global markets.

The NBC’s packed agenda at LBF 2024 included
back-to-back meetings with international
publishers, editors and literary agents. As a
result, the Council renewed its collaboration
with the Commonwealth Foundation, ensuring
that Maltese writers can continue to participate
in the Commonwealth Short Story Prize with
submissions in both Maltese and English. The
NBC will support the initiative covering the
costs of two Maltese language readers, and the
costs of the translation of the selected Maltese
language submissions into English.

Additional partnerships were facilitated

by Praspar Press founders Jen Calleja and

Kat Storace, who introduced the NBC to UK
publishers, including Comma Press and Foundry
Editions, as well as prominent organisations

like Wasafiri and PEN Transmissions. These
collaborations are set to yield new projects

in 2026 and 202y, reinforcing the NBC’s
commitment to broadening the reach of Maltese
literature through strategic partnerships.

Further strengthening its international reach,
the NBC secured a collaboration with the
Emirates Literature Foundation (ELF), which
included a literary exchange between a Maltese
poet and an Emirati author at the Malta Book
Festival. The partnership will also facilitate
Maltese authors’ participation as guest
speakers at the Emirates Festival of Literature
in the near future. Furthermore, in January
2025, a representative of the NBC will attend the
Festival Directors Conference organized by ELF
on behalf of the Global Association of Literary
Festivals (GAOLF). This event will provide a
valuable opportunity for festival directors to
exchange insights, discuss common challenges,
and build a supportive network within the
global literary festival community.

Through these initiatives, the NBC continues
to champion Maltese literature on the
international stage, forging meaningful
partnerships and creating opportunities for
Maltese authors, illustrators and publishers
to thrive in an increasingly interconnected
literary world.

Working towards establishing a literary
and foreign rights agency in Malta

The National Book Council advanced discussions
that began in 2022 on establishing a dedicated
literary agency in Malta, which was followed

at the time by a report by consultant Simon
Trewin that showed its economic infeasibility.
This topic was further explored in 2023 during
the Malta Book Festival, where publishing
professionals attended a masterclass on the

UK and international publishing industries.

At the Malta Book Festival 2024, Trewin held



Literary Speed-Dating sessions and dedicated
meetings with stakeholders, during which
plans were made to implement a new course of
action in 2025. The action plan is geared towards
ensuring Malta’s active participation in the
global publishing ecosystem. With Trewin’s
guidance, the NBC will publish a second
edition of the Literature from Malta, the foreign
rights catalogue featuring an advisory board

to enhance its impact. Trewin’s involvement
will also extend to organising traineeships and
mentorships, creating invaluable opportunities
forlocal talent.

Further plans include webinars, seminars and
events as well as broader consultations with
authors and publishers during the NBC’s annual
consultation meeting with stakeholders. The
focus will remain on facilitating the contracting
and securing of rights for publishing Maltese
literature in translation.

Frankfurt Book Fair and ENlit
membership

Following a meeting held at the London Book
Fair 2024 with Margit Walsg, Chair of the
European Network for Literary Translation
(ENLit), and Alexandra Biichler, ENLit

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Board Member, the National Book Council
proudly announced its official membership
in ENLit after a vote taken at the network’s
annual general meeting at the Frankfurt
Book Fair 2024. This milestone reflects the
NBC’s dedication to fostering international
collaborations in literary translation.

Prior to the vote, the NBC presented their
case for inclusion, highlighting the Council’s
ongoing efforts to fund and disseminate
translated literature to and from Maltese.
The NBC’s participation in ENLit signals its
commitment to elevating Maltese authors,
translators and publishers while contributing
to the shared vision of promoting diverse,
accessible literature for all. ENLit includes
more than 30 cultural organisations from
across Europe and beyond, providing an
influential platform for collaboration.

Lab DFG and the Premio Invictus

Facilitated by the NBC in collaboration with

the Embassy of Malta in Italy, two sports-
themed books by Maltese authors were featured
in this year’s edition of Italy’s prestigious
Premio Invictus, whose ceremony was held on
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IS-SALA
TAL-KITTIEBA

12 September at the Palazzo Caetani in Latina.
Carmel Baldacchino’s Goal and Mark Vella’s
translated work L-Ahhar Sajf ta’ Berlin (from

the original L'ultima estate di Berlino by Federico
Buffa and Paolo Frusca) marked the first
Maltese contributions to the prize, which, in its
fifth edition, opened its doors to international
titles. The NBC, in collaboration with the

EU International and Policy Development
Directorate, facilitated the submissions and
supported the participation of the Maltese
authors at the event. Notably, Premio Invictus
was one of the prizes representing Italy at the
Frankfurt Book Fair 2024, where Italy was the
guest of honour.

The Italian publishing house Lab DFG and
Premio Invictus also participated in the Malta
Book Festival 2024. During the Festival, Lab
DEFG took part in a panel discussion titled
Beyond the Game: Sports Writing in Malta,
moderated by Mark Vella. Giovanni Di

Giorgi, editor of Lab DFG, journalist Charles
Camenzuli and author Maria Borg Cremona
explored the cultural and literary ties between
Malta and Italy, particularly within the realm of
sports literature. The event laid the foundation
for future synergies and deeper collaborations
with Malta’s publishing industry. Discussions
included the potential of comics and innovative
storytelling methods to engage younger
readers, as well as documenting Maltese sports
icons to reflect the nation’s societal evolution
through the lens of sports.

In 2017, the National Book Council made a
suggestion to have an extensive selection of Dun
Karm’s poetry translated and published into

five languages: English, Italian, Arabic, Russian
and Chinese. This proposal was adopted in the
electoral manifesto of the Labour Party and
launched in 201y. The translations into English,
Italian, Arabic and Russian have already been
completed and handed over to the NBC. Each
collection includes the translation of 39 selected
poems, providing a representative sample of
Dun Karm’s body of work, including his most
renowned poem, Il-Jien u Lil Hinn Minnu. These
are accompanied by an introduction and a
critical commentary.

In December 2021 a contract was signed for the
translation of the works into Mandarin Chinese.
The translation of the Chinese edition of Dun
Karm’s corpus is now in the final phase of re-
translation and editing. Translating these poems
requires an exceptional degree of precision and
cultural sensitivity, particularly to address the
“empty spaces” that often emerge when literary
works traverse culturally distinct contexts. The
process seeks to convey the literal meaning

of the original Maltese poems as faithfully as
possible while preserving their artistic integrity,
emotional depth and cultural resonance.

Re-translation is a complex endeavor that
demands collaboration with an academic



expert proficient in both Chinese and Maltese
literature. To achieve the highest quality, the
Maltese translator is consulting closely with
this expert to address subtle nuances and
interpretations. Additionally, the expert is
contributing an introduction to the project,
offering valuable context and insight into the
translation process.

The NBC defends its EUPL choice in
Brussels

In 2023, the National Book Council was
designated as the nominated body for Malta

for the European Union Prize for Literature
(EUPL). The Council’s tasks included the
nomination of a novel at a national level that
met a list of criteria reflecting the EUPLs
philosophy of helping emergent authors achieve
international recognition.

The shortlist with the national nominees was
revealed in early March 2024. As of 2022, instead
of awarding one winner for each participating

Malta’s nominee for the European Union Prize for Literature 2024,
Ir-Re Borg by Aleks Farrugia, was featured in the EUPL anthology European Stories

country, a jury awards one overall winner,
while recognising five other special mentions.
Having reviewed all 14 translated samples of
the nominations, the jury distinguished six
books for their potential to cross borders and
designated from these an overall winner.

The overall winner of the EUPL Prize together
with five special mentions were announced

in April 2024 at the opening of the Brussels
Book Fair. An NBC representative flew to
Brussels to defend its choice in front of a panel
of international juries ahead of the Brussels
Book Fair.

Although Malta’s choice, Ir-Re Borg (SKS
Publishers, 2022) by Aleks Farrugia, was not
nominated as a finalist, the novel and its author
have been promoted all around Europe by

the EUPL as part of their mission to highlight
the creativity and diverse wealth of Europe’s
contemporary literature in the field of fiction,
promote the circulation of literature within
Europe and encourage greater interest in non-
national literary works.
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Over the past year, the National Book Council’s
marketing efforts focused on diversifying the
channels and formats through which its own
initiatives as well as the efforts of local authors

and publishers could be promoted.

A conscious decision was taken to ensure that no
single platform is given preference over another,
so as to reach as diverse a cohort of the local
population as possible.

The Novels for Youth Literary Contest

Following the announcement of the 2024 edition
of the Novels for Youth Literary Contest in
January, a dedicated Facebook campaign was
launched to promote the contest and encourage
submissions for the 2024 edition. Running from
January to September, the campaign featured

a series of testimonials from past winners and
authors with a focus on young adult literature.
These testimonials emphasised the significance
of the contest and were presented as shareable,
visually appealing images. To maximise reach,
the posts were boosted on the National Book
Council Facebook page.

World Book Day: How a Book is Made

On the occasion of World Book Day, the NBC
commissioned the media house Lovin Malta to
craft a series of videos entitled How a Book is Made,
with the intention of fostering an appreciation of
the various stages of the book-creating process.

Three videos were produced in total, with
one focusing on printing and bookbinding,
another on writing, and a final video on book
illustration and design. The videos debuted

Bookbinder Glen Calleja in the first
episode of How a Book is Made

on Lovin Malta’s Instagram and Facebook
platforms, with a follow-up article on Lovin
Malta’s news portal embedding them and re-
promoting them following their initial release.

The videos accumulated an average of 50,000
views, spread across both Instagram and
Facebook. The first video was released on 23 April
to coincide closely with World Book Day itself,
with the third and final video launched on 22 May.

The Campus Book Festival 2024

The Campus Book Festival’s in-house marketing
campaign consisted of regular posts on Facebook
and Instagram ahead of the event, with graphic
designer Sarah Cachia Falzon engaged to design
the poster and accompanying campaign artwork
and branding. Facebook events were created

for all of the events on its programme, which
were all boosted throughout the duration of the
Festival, along with a general promotional post.
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The Festival was also promoted on local media
outlets. These included banner advertising on
the digital platforms of Times of Malta, The Malta
Independent and Malta Daily. MaltaToday and
Mllum ran a QA interview with the Festival’s
Kampus Kotba international special guest —Irish
illustrator Karen Harte. The University of Malta
research publication Think magazine promoted
the Campus Book Festival in mail shots to
students and staff as well as on their social media
platforms. The University’s Communication
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office contributed to share all the information on
the Festival events to students and educators.

The National Book Prize 2024

Ahead of the National Book Prize 2024 ceremony,
the NBC planned a promotional campaign for
shortlisted and later winning titles and authors.
This included in-house created content, paid
promotion across traditional and social media,
and organic editorial coverage on various media
platforms. The NBC also leveraged its media
contacts to encourage journalists to highlight
the work of award-winning local authors.

Online news portal Malta Daily covered the
ceremony with a video reel published the next
day that featured short interviews with the NBC
Chairperson Mark Camilleri, the Minister for
Education Hon. Clifton Grima and other guests.
Following the ceremony;, a paid advert featuring
the list of winners was published in the Times of

Malta, MaltaToday, Illum and The Malta Independent.

The NBC promoted all of the shortlisted
categories with photo posts, which were
shared and boosted on Facebook. Books in the
Terramaxka categories were also promoted on
the online news portal Strada Rjali, through
which the NBC commissioned short video
reviews by children and young adults.

The winners list was also reproduced on
Malta Book Festival 2024 bookmarks, freely
distributed to all visitors during the event.

The Malta Book Festival 2024

As per previous years, the Malta Book

Festival’s marketing campaign was designed

in collaboration with the illustrator chosen to
design its poster — Ed Dingli — and a graphic
designer contracted for the duration of the
Festival — Sarah Cachia Falzon. Dingli’s poster
elements were used as leitmotifs for Cachia
Falzon’s designs for all subsequent artwork tied
to banners, press releases, signage and others.
Dingli’s work was also the basis for the Festival’s
animated promo, created by Kyle Xuereb
Cunningham following an open call. All of the
artwork was designed to reflect the Festival’s
chosen theme for 2024: #bindingworlds.

In an additional investment, Cachia Falzon was
also commissioned by the NBC to serve as social
media manager and on-call graphic designer for
the duration of the Festival, ensuring a smooth

workflow and healthy audience engagement by
dint of a regularly updated schedule of social
media posts and photo and video content.

The NBC branched into new avenues for
promotion for this year’s edition of the Festival.
Thanks to a barter collaboration with Benna,
the event was promoted on 100,000 milk
cartons during Festival week. The event was also
promoted on digital billboards dotted across
three strategic points on the island - Msida
Skate Park, Central Link and Tal-Balal Road -
while its promo video and jingle were featured

during prime time slots on both TV and radio.
The Festival also received ample coverage

on leading newspapers and their online
portals through regular press releases,
articles and online banners.

Both Malta Daily and Newsbook were
commissioned to create ‘walkthrough’

videos of the Festival during setting-up days
and during its first days, respectively, with
Newsbook returning to film an additional video
interviewing NBC staff members and other
stakeholders at the event. Strada Rjali also
visited the venue to shoot three promotional
reels, each focusing on a different aspect of
the Festival, its demographics and offering.

The Festival’s special guests — Anthony
Horowitz and Paul Lynch - also attracted
media attention, with Horowitz interviewed
by journalists for both The Sunday Circle

and The Malta Independent, and Paul Lynch
featuring in exclusive interviews on Newsbook|
RTK (video and radio) and MaltaToday.

Rebranding and Website Revamp

In 2024, the NBC commenced a rebranding
exercise, selecting Concept Stadium for the
assignment following a competitive open call.
The rebrand covers all of the public-facing
branding, signage and other materials related
to the promotion of the NBC as an entity and its
communications — both internal and external
—namely the main brand and all sub-brands
pertaining to its key initiatives and projects,
along with the typeface, tone of voice and
proper usage of all of the above by both the NBC
and any other partners, sponsors and other
collaborating entities and individual operators.

In tandem, the NBC has also commissioned
a comprehensive website revamp from its
current service provider gHDigital, with
the aim of creating a more contemporary-
looking and user friendly interface which
reflects the NBC’s drive towards increased
appeal and accessibility among both its
stakeholders and the general public.

The website revamp would be directly
responsive to the rebranding exercise, with
all of the new branding elements seamlessly
integrated into the new website structure.
Both the rebrand and the updated website are
set to be launched to the public in early 202s.

Malta Daily’s Malta Book Festival
2024 ‘walkthrough’ video
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200,000+ BOOKS UNDER ONE
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Literary Contests

The Doreen Micallef National
Poetry Contest

Organised annually by the National Book Council,
the Doreen Micallef National Poetry Contest
awards the best poem in Maltese submitted
anonymously to a judging panel through a call for
submissions. The call for the sixth edition opened
in June 2024, with regulations specifying that
prospective participants could submit exclusively
one original and unpublished poem in Maltese
not exceeding 36 lines, signed with a pseudonym
to ensure a fair and unbiased evaluation.

In 2024, 58 poems were submitted by budding
poets and seasoned writers alike, attesting to

the ever-increasing prestige of thisliterary
contest. The winners were announced on Friday
8 November at an awards ceremony as part of the
Malta Book Festival 2024. In his speech, the NBC
Executive Chairperson Mark Camilleri expressed
his optimism about the healthy ever-growing

number of applicants for this contest, once again
proving that it remains an important focal point
for all those who write poetry in Maltese, be they
veteran authors or emergent voices.

Matteo Pullicino placed third with his poem
‘Dupless’, while Louis Briffa ranked second with
the poem ‘Stadji Minn Relazzjoni Fittizja’. The
first prize was awarded to Carmel Scicluna for
the poem ‘Hniex’.

The evaluation panel, appointed by the NBC,
consisted of authors John P. Portelli, Rita Saliba
and David Bezzina. Their evaluation was based
on five criteria: originality, technique, form,
diction and impression on the reader. The
Doreen Micallef National Poetry Contest judges
described Scicluna’s poem as “poetry within
poetry, fresh and extended metaphors, but
metaphors that are accessible. The emotions in
this poem are almost ‘breathed’ into suffering
lines; the language is refined, and the narrative

element is very well executed, imbued with
powerful emotions and a strong social critique”.

This year’s edition of the ceremony also hosted
the culmination of a literary exchange between
Maltese-Moroccan poet Murad Shubert and
Emirati poet Ali AlShaali, who collaborated
on translations of each other’s works and

read the resultant poems during the event.
AlShaali’s presence at the Malta Book Festival
was supported by the Emirates Literature
Foundation, whose fruitful collaboration with
the National Book Council will enable Maltese
authors to attend the Emirates Festival of
Literature as guest speakers in the near future.

The call for submissions for the next edition of
the Doreen Micallef National Poetry Contest will
be issued in May 2025.

The Novels for Youth Literary Contest

The 2024 edition of the Novels for Youth
Literary Contest was launched during a special
ceremony on 13 January, when the 2023 winning
manuscript was also announced. The contest is
co-organised by the National Book Council and
Agenzija Zghazagh, and the 2024 edition marks
the twelfth since the Contest’s inception.

The 2023 winning manuscript be;n il-kmiem

was submitted by Leanne Ellul, and will be
published by Merlin Publishers. The adjudicators
praised the manuscript, stating that it has “a
profound depth of thought beneath the surface.
The writer demonstrates a strong command of
Maltese and draws from a wealth of experience.
Addressing contemporary themes in an almost
poetic and consistently fresh manner, the work
stands as a complete and highly memorable
literary achievement”.

The winner of the Novels for Youth Literary Contest 2023 29
was announced at a ceremony held in January 2024
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To participate in the Novels for Youth Literary
Contest, entrants must be over 20 years old and
submit an original novel in Maltese, tailored
for adolescents, under a pseudonym. Eligible
manuscripts must range between 20,000 and
25,000 words, and applications must include a
synopsis not exceeding 500 words. The winner
receives a prize of €1,000, a certificate, a trophy,
and €2,000 financial support to publish the
manuscript with a publisher of their choice.

The competition is evaluated anonymously by
three NBC-appointed adjudicators, who assess
entries based on four key criteria: plot and
character development, originality, language

and quality. In the initial phase, evaluators
individually review the manuscripts. This is
followed by a moderated discussion, chaired by
an NBC-appointed administrator, after whicha
comprehensive report with constructive feedback
is compiled and sent to the participants.

For the 2024 edition, three manuscripts were
submitted, and the adjudicators were Josianne
Block, Glen Calleja and Matthew Schembri. The
winning entry for 2024 will be announced during a
ceremony to be held in January 202s.
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The Campus Book Festival

The eleventh edition of the Campus Book Festival
took place from Wednesday 20 to Friday 22 March
at the University of Malta Quadrangle. Held yearly,
the Festival is a collaborative initiative between the
National Book Council, various University of Malta
departments, student organisations, NGOs and
cultural governmental entities.

As theisland’s second largest book festival, the
Campus Book Festival offers an eclectic series of
events catering to tertiary students and the general
public, showcasing diverse facets of Malta’s literary
landscape. Specifically tailored for university
students and academics, the Festival provides a
platform for the exchange of ideas among students,
academics, writers and publishers.

For the 2024 edition, the NBC welcomed Irish
children’s book illustrator Karen Harte, whose
presence at the Festival was made possible
through the support of the Embassy of Ireland in
Malta. Harte’s presence underscored the NBC’s
commitment to highlighting the vital role of book

illustrators in the publishing industry, while also
emphasising the importance of collaboration
with cultural entities.

Each of the participating publishers brought
fresh perspectives to the local publishing scene,
with the university grounds serving as the ideal
focal point for the exchange of ideas and the
enjoyment of diverse literary styles. Participating
exhibitors included Klabb Kotba Maltin/Midsea
Books, Horizons, Ede Books, Faraxa Publishing,
Kite Group, Kotba Calleja, SKS Publishers,
Malta University Press and Malta University
Distributors, as well as the Ghaqda tal-Malti -
Universita and Arts Council Malta.

Programme highlights included the workshop led
by special guest Karen Harte, where she shared
her trajectory as an illustrator, and offered tips to
aspiring artists on finding their unique voice as
creators in the field. Harte also joined illustrator
Moira Zahra and author Claudia Aloisio in a
roundtable discussion on becoming a children’s

book illustrator. This discussion, moderated by
Giuliana Fenech from the Department of English
at the University of Malta, provided valuable
insights for budding illustrators and authors.

True to its setting at the heart of a university,
the Campus Book Festival hosted engaging
discussions on both timeless and contemporary
issues. “Tkellem Bil-Malti! ‘and ‘II-Kliem fit-
Teorija’, organised by 1-Ghaqda tal-Malti and
Aphroconfuso respectively, both advocated for
the expanded use of the Maltese language in
different contexts. Illustrator Audrey Degorgio
tackled the controversial topic of the increasing
use of Al-generated imagery and its implications
for practising artists. The roundtable discussion
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hosted by the NBC ‘L-Access u s-Sostenibbilita,
featuring guest speakers Michael Spagnol, Chris
Gruppetta and Franco Curmi, addressed a key
concern for the book industry: the impact of
digital distribution patterns on local publishers’
financial sustainability.

The Festival also featured book launches and
presentations, including a talk on Maltese writing
in English in relation to David Samuel Hudson’s
debut novel M and the book launch of Donna
Darmanin’s debut poetry collection. Historian
William Zammit participated in a Q&/A session
organised by the Malta University Historical
Society, discussing his National Book Prize-
winning volume Slavery, Treason and Blood.
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Other Initiatives

The National Book Council is involved in a
variety of initiatives and institutional work

such as consultation meetings and payment
coordination, in accordance with its legal notice.

Consultation meetings

The NBC conducted two separate consultation
meetings at the Victoria Hotel in Sliema on 19
January 2024 - one with publishers and the other
with authors.

During these meetings, various key aspects of
the NBC’s work were discussed. The agendas
included: the NBC Strategy; The Malta Book
Festival and the National Book Prize — dates and
suggestions; The London Book Fair 2024 and
the launch of the first foreign rights catalogue;
NSO’s 2022 Publishing Entities Survey; the
Campus Book Festival; the NBC’s Board
Members; the NBC brand and website revamp.

Publishers commended the NBC’s decision to
redesign the Malta Book Festival layout, making
it more family-friendly, particularly the Pjazza
area at the main entrance. They also agreed that
November should be the designated month for
the Festival moving forward. Additionally, they
noted the poor turnout at the Campus Book
Festival and suggested alternative venue options.
Regarding the website revamp, publishers
inquired about the criteria for the redesign

and recommended including resources for
publishers, alongside a marketing campaign
promoting books as valuable local products.

Authors applauded the idea of a smaller-
scale Festival in the summer featuring only
Maltese publishers, as they feel local books face

competition from foreign titles during the Malta
Book Festival. They also suggested that National
Book Prize adjudicators provide more detailed
feedback on why certain books did not make

the shortlist. They further emphasised the need
for continuous updates and proper archiving
during the website revamp. Authors also raised
the concept of a Universal Basic Income for
artists, including authors, as part of the ongoing
strategy for future implementation.

The above suggestions were discussed
throughout the year, with further input
gathered during strategy-related stakeholder
meetings. Many of the suggestions were
implemented, while others are still in progress,
such as the development of an automated and
more transparent system for adjudicating the
National Book Prize and the redefinition of

the Campus Book Festival. These were further
discussed during a meeting with publishers on
16 December and more action will be taken and
presented in January 202s.

The NBC’s Strategy for 2025-2030

Earlier this year, the NBC embarked on a five-

year strategy plan for 2025-2030, developed in
collaboration with leading business consultancy
firm KPMG, which was selected following a
competitive open call launched in December 2023.

The strategy aims to map out the trajectory

of the NBC for this period, setting long-term
goals and improvements that are responsive to
both stakeholder needs and market realities.
This marks the first time that the NBC has
undertaken such an exercise, with careful

the NBC — where the latter introduced the former
to its nature and remit — a series of consultation
meetings with key stakeholders were organised to
allow KPMG to better understand the needs and
challenges of the book industry in Malta.

Informed by this research, KPMG proceeded to
draft an initial version of the strategy, which was
presented to the Minister for Education, Sport,
Youth, Research and Innovation, Hon. Clifton
Grima, in early November 2024.

The strategy is set to be published in early 2025
following a public consultation period.

Legislative work

The NBC is committed to removing the tax on
royalties for authors entirely. Over the past few years,
significant progress has been made, with the tax

rate reduced from 189 to 15%, and further reduced

to 7.5% as of 1 January 2023. The NBC continues to
work towards the complete elimination of this tax.
In addition, this effort could be complemented by
afiscal incentive for publishers, allowing them

to claim a full reimbursement of the tax paid on
royalties to authors.

The Malta Book Centre

The Malta Book Centre is a flagship initiative aimed
at fostering a thriving book culture in Malta. It

is expected to benefit local book industry while
providing a multi-functional space that will serve
as anew cultural hub in Valletta. The Centre will

span four mixed-use storeys, including a
basement level and a rooftop area, housing a
bookshop, reading rooms, spaces dedicated to
book launches and events, a dining area and the
offices of the NBC.

Over the past year, the NBC made significant
strides in the development of the Malta Book
Centre. A major milestone was the awarding
of the tender for the structural works phase.
The NBC also engaged cultural consultant Dr
Sandro Debono to assist with the creation of
a vision, mission and values document for
the Centre, a process enriched by extensive
stakeholder consultations with practitioners
and professionals from across Malta’s book
sector. The 2024 national budget allocated
€400,000 for the project, underscoring its
strategic importance. In parallel, the NBC has
been working with project architects to prepare
upcoming tenders for the Centre, covering
Mechanical, Electrical and Plumbing (MEP)
systems, as well as finishing works, ensuring
steady progress toward its realisation.

The National Book Council has welcomed the
remarkable success enjoyed by Take Two’s
feature film Castillo, released in Maltese cinemas
on 21 September 2024, and funded in large part
by the NBC. Directed by Abigail Mallia and with
a script by Carlos Debattista, the film captivated
audiences, earning the distinction of being the

most-watched film for two consecutive weeks in
Malta’s major cinemas.

Building on its domestic success, Castillo has
been selected as Malta’s official submission
for the 97th Academy Awards in the Best
International Feature Film category, marking a
significant milestone for Maltese cinema and
literature on the global stage.

The film is an adaptation of Clare Azzopardi’s
novel Castillo, shortlisted for the 2019 National
Book Prize and published by Merlin Publishers
in 2018. Its production was made possible
through the Film Adaptation Fund, the largest
locally-granted fund exclusively dedicated

to literary adaptations, with a maximum
allocation of €200,000. Following a competitive
call for applications in 2021, Take Two was
selected by an independent evaluation board

to bring Azzopardi’s first adult novel to life,
furthering the Fund’s goal of promoting Maltese
literary works through cinematic storytelling.
Castillo is the second film to receive funding
through the Film Adaptation Fund; in 2019 the
fund was awarded to the production of Is-Sriep
Regghu Saru Velenuzi, based on Alex Vella Gera’s
namesake National Book Prize-winning novel.

The aim of the Education Exception is to provide
rights holders with rights payments over the use of
their published work in the public education system,
and to ensure compliance with the EU Digital Single
Market Directive. It sets the terms on which the Malta
Reprographic Rights Organisation (MRRO) grants
alicence to educational establishments in Malta to
reproduce extracts from published material in which
copyright subsists.

The Education Exception Contract was signed
by the Ministry for Education, Sport and Youth,
Research and Innovation, the MRRO and the
National Book Council in 2020. According to this
contract, the NBC is the entity responsible for
the handing over of funds to the MRRO, who in
turn distributes them to licensed publishers and
authors registered in the scheme.

In 2024, 17 publishing entities benefited from the
Education Exception fund, and the funding was
disbursed to 789 authors.

The National Book Council invites more
publishing entities to register for this fund by
sending an email to mrro.malta@gmail.com.

The ‘pagna letterarja’ is a weekly literary column
commissioned by the National Book Council

and published in the Sunday Maltese-language
newspaper [[lumin print and online. The column
provides a platform for contributors engaged

by the NBC to review the latest Maltese
publications and participate in discussions on
current literary debates.

A total of 51 articles were published in 2024, the
majority of which featured reviews of books,
ranging from prize-winning novels and short story
collections to children’s books and poetry. Other
contributions featured exclusive interviews with
writers and literary criticism with a thematic focus.

The contributors for this year were Elena Cardona,
Daniel Cossai and Patrick J. Sammut. Cardona and
Cossai reviewed Maltese books, while Sammut
carried out interviews with local authors.

Through its donations to various entities
throughout the year, the NBC strives to make
books available to a wider audience, particularly
niche groups such as small communities that can
benefit from having access to a library. These book

donations play a crucial role, whether they help
establish new libraries or enhance existing ones
with new and prize-winning titles.

The NBC assisted in the launch of new mobile
libraries at the St Vincent De Paul Long Term
Care (SVP) Facility’s dementia-friendly garden,
Gnien Ix-Xewqat Sbieh. In May, over 200 Maltese
books were donated to furnish three phone
box libraries in the garden, promoting the
therapeutic power of literature among SVP’s
patrons. For this occasion, the NBC selected a
variety of books predominantly in Maltese -
ranging from novels and poetry to history and
reference books - to stimulate memory and
provide engaging literature for future reading
sessions as part of reminiscence therapy.

In the same month, the NBC donated books

to the Embassy of Malta in Athens, stocking

its library with Maltese literature. These books
will be used by a range of visitors, including
officials, consular clients, tourists and Maltese
expats living in Greece. The library will also
serve as a platform for Malta’s literary excellence
abroad. Through this donation, the Embassy of
Malta in Athens will be able to promote Maltese
culture and encourage reading about Malta

in both Maltese and English with the books

also featured in fora and Embassy-organised
initiatives in Greece.

The book donation to Malta Libraries on
World Book Day 2024
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The NBC continued its annual tradition with
Malta Libraries on World Book Day in April,
making a large donation of books, most of
which were purchased from publishers who
participated at the Campus Book Festival 2024
and the Malta Book Festival 2024. The donation
included a wide range of titles — novels, short
stories, poetry, drama, literary nonfiction

and translations, children’s books, research
and academic books — that Malta Libraries
distributed across libraries in Malta and Gozo.

These donations ensure that public libraries
are equipped with the latest publications
from Maltese publishers and help keep the
Public Lending Rights (PLR) scheme up to
date, ensuring that copyright holders receive
payments for the lending of the most recently
added books.

Public Lending Rights

Public Lending Rights (PLR) allow copyright
holders — authors, illustrators, translators,
editors and photographers — to benefit from
payments when their books are borrowed from
any public library in Malta and Gozo and the
University of Malta Library (introduced in 2014
and 2021 respectively).

The PLR Scheme, which covers these payments
against loans from public libraries and the

UM Library, is administered by the National
Book Council.

The total fund for the PLR scheme for 2024
was €60,000. In 2024, payments to registered
authors were issued quarterly, while payments
for the UM Library scheme were issued
quarterly as stipulated in the agreement with
Malta Libraries and the UM Library.

ISBN Database

The NBC is the official agency issuing ISBNs
(International Standard Book Number) in Malta

in accordance with international standards and
obligations. All publications with an ISBN issued
by the NBC are listed on the ISBN Book Database.
Applicants are frequently commercial publishers,
but they can also be other entities, or the author of
the book in case of self-published books.

The total number of ISBN numbers assigned

in 2024 has increased, with a total of 1127 as
compared to 871in 2023. As of 2023, ISBNs are not
being issued for calendars. The amount of ISBNs
assigned to books published on online platforms
such as Amazon has increased in 2024.
